To my knowledge all the informarion gathered prior to May of 2007 was sent to Beck for inclusion in the
Scott County Plan. What | am unable te locate are specific letters generated prior to my starting date to
stakeholders Inviting them to participate in the Initial Kick-Off Meeting or a date and attendees for the
Initial Strategy Meeting.

We did include an agenda and a roster of attendees for the Kick-off Meeting sol can only assume letters
were sent and notice distributed because these people participated. | also belisve the Initial Strategy
Meeting may have been held either shortly before the Kick-Off Meeting or perhaps even on the same
day. Ms. Tami Mann attended the Kick-Off meeting and she would have had to travel to our state and
county to attend this meeting. Itmakes sense to me that in an effort to be efficient with expenses and
time that these meetings may have been held on the same day.
